Rochester USBC BA Tournament Rules and Information

1. ELIGIBILITY: This Tournament is restricted to 2011– 2012 certified members of the Rochester USBC Bowling Association that have a sanctioned 300 or 800 (3-game series) in their lifetime. The honor score must have been bowled and approved in the Rochester Association. Any honor score bowled outside of the Rochester Association will not count toward eligibility.  All entries will be verified.  Bowlers may be required to show their USBC certification card. 

2. QUALIFYING FORMAT: This is a one-day tournament. Two four (4) game qualifying events will take place on Sunday with total pin fall (each squad) determining the top seven bowlers who will advance to the Championship Round. The squad high single game score will determine the eighth bowler. If a tie, the bowler’s next highest game will be used as the tiebreaker, and so on. Eight bowlers from each squad will move to the finals.  A maximum of eight bowlers allowed on a pair of lanes.  Participants will bowl one game on each pair and then move right (I.E.: lane 1 moves to lane 3).  Total pin fall determines seeding for the head to head finals following the last squad except for 15th & 16th position. No carry over pins from qualifying round into finals. A tie for seeding positions will be broken by highest qualifying game(s). Ten minutes of practice will be allowed prior to competition.

3. Championship Seeding: Seeding will be as follows: 1st – 14th High Series combined from both squads. 15th highest single game, 16th position next high single game. If bowler has two seats, higher seeding position will prevail.

4. CHAMPIONSHIP FORMAT: The finals will consist of bracket single elimination matches – (two game series) beginning at 4:00 PM. 10 minutes of practice. Bowlers will be seeded based on their 4 game series total or squad high single game. A tie during match play will be settled with a ninth and tenth frame roll-off to determine winner of the match.  Each participant must verify his opponent’s score. 

5.  DRESS CODE: Proper bowling attire is required. (No hats, no shorts, no t-shirts). Shirts must have sleeves and collars. Bowling ball company shirts with mock collars will also be allowed. If any questions, the Tournament Director will make the final decision.

6. RULES: All USBC Rules not included here will be in effect.                                                                                        The Tournament Director will resolve all disputes, subject to rule 329 – Protests and Appeals.

7. PRIZES AND AWARDS:  All prize fees collected will be returned 100% to participants.  All cash prizes will be awarded one for every five entries.

10. Tardy bowlers will be allowed to bowl, receiving zero count for frames missed IF LANE AVAILABLE.

11. REFUNDS: No entry fees will be refunded to absent bowlers.                                                                     All returned checks will be assessed a $30.00 fee. 

12. RERACK:  A maximum of two (2) re-racks per game allowed (racks missing pins do not count).  Tournament director has the right to award additional re-racks.  

13. Brackets may be available and run for the courtesy of the bowler. The organization assumes no responsibility for losses or inaccuracies.
