TOURNAMENT RULES AND INFORMATION

1. ALL GAMES IN THIS TOURNAMENT WILL BE GOVERNED BY THE PLAYING RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE UNITED STATES BOWLING CONGRESS (USBC).

2. ELIGIBILITY - All participants must be 55 years of age or older as of the tournament date and a member of the Rochester USBC BA for the current season, through either a regular league or a senior certified league. 

3. HANDICAP AND ENTERING AVERAGE - Handicap will be based on 100% of the participant's entering average and 220. The entering average will be your highest USBC certified league average for 21 games or more from the 2010-2011 season. If current 21-game average as of January 14, 2012 is 10 or more pins above last season's book average, current average as of January 14, 2012 must be used. If no average last year, current RBA certified average (21 games or more) as of January 14, 2012 must be used. All others bowl scratch.

4 AVERAGE - USBC Rule 319 A-C will be in effect.
5. AVERAGE VERIFICATION - All participants should familiarize themselves with the provisions of USBC Rule 319 A.B.C.D. & E and Sub-Paragraphs. Tournament management reserves the right to re-rate or reject any entrant prior to the time of participation in this tournament.

6. FORMAT - The tournament will consist of three games, with a minimum of two bowlers or maximum of four bowlers on a lane. Lanes will be assigned by tournament management as entries are received. Entrants wishing to bowl on same pair of lanes must submit paid entries together. A bowler may enter ONLY ONCE in this tournament. BOWLERS ARE SOLELY RESPONSIBLE FOR TURNING IN THEIR COMPLETED SCORE SHEETS TO THE TOURNAMENT OFFICIAL. BOWLERS MUST BOWL ON ASSIGNED LANES. BOWLERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CHOOSING THEIR CORRECT AGE DIVISION.
7. PRIZES AND AWARDS - All prize fees will be returned 100% in prize money. Cash prizes will be awarded on a handicap basis, at least one for every ten entries in each age division. The participant with the highest handicap score in each age division will receive a trophy to be presented at the RBA Awards Banquet. Banquet date TBD. Each division winner will receive a paid entry to the NYS Senior Singles Tournament in October 2013.
